	Text8: Immunological methods, techniques and therapies are of immense practical significance in diagnostics and treating diseases in various fields of medicine, especially in allergology, infectious diseases, autoimmune diseases and diagnosing and treating cancer. That is why the course Select Chapters in Immunology is going to give students an insight into the mechanisms and applicability of immunological diagnostic techniques and the newest immunological therapies, as we suppose this is of greatest interest to the students and at the same time the most useful aspect of immunology for medical students. We expect that the students who choose our subject have certain prior knowledge in basic immunology, that is, knowledge of the basic components of the immune system, their functions and their interaction. The course is conducted in the form of introductory lectures and seminars. It encompasses 7 organised study units, seminars, independent work and an exam.
 
	Text9: All Select Chapters in Immunology course notifications for students of the Single-Cycle Master Study Programme Medicine are posted in the web classroom. 
 
The interpretation of the provisions of the Regulations for the Assessment of Knowledge and Skills for the Single-Cycle Master Study Programmes Medicine and Dental Medicine falls under the responsibility of the Dean of UL MF and the Vice-Dean for Study Affairs. Therefore in case of alleged inconsistencies between the Rules and the Study Regime for the Select Chapters in Immunology course for the Single-Cycle Master Study Programme Medicine the Dean of UL MF and the Vice-Dean for Study Affairs are informed.
 
The course is conducted in the form of lectures and regular participation in classes, and seminars with compulsory attendance at lectures. All study materials are going to be made available in the web classroom.
 
	Text10: We are encouraging continuous learning of class participants by assessing their knowledge with an entry exam before the lecture, answering questions during the lecture and/or assessing knowledge after the lecture (exit exam). At each lecture a student can receive 1 point, no more than 7 points in total, which amounts to a maximum of 100% of the final grade.
 
The grading scale in the Regulations for the Assessment of Knowledge and Skills for the Single-Cycle Master Study Programmes Medicine and Dental Medicine is used for grading. 
 
	Text12: The final assessment of knowledge can be preformed with the elective written exam or with the on-going assessment of knowledge. One's grade can be improved by retaking the written exam. The grading scale in the Regulations for the Assessment of Knowledge and Skills for the Single-Cycle Master Study Programmes Medicine and Dental Medicine is used for grading. 
 
Exam applications and cancellations: submitted via the VIS information system, the exam application no later than 5 working days and its cancelation 1 working day before the exam date. 
 
A committee exam is held in line with the Regulations for the Assessment of Knowledge and Skills for the Single-Cycle Master Study Programmes Medicine and Dental Medicine. The committee exam consists of a written and an oral part.
