Selective topics of magnetic resonance imaging, speech, motor system, visual pathway, sleep,
thoracolumbar pain, sacral nervous system and neuroanatomical basis of clinical neurological
examination should contribute to understanding of the clinical relevance of neuroanatomy and refresh

the knowledge acquired during regular course of the peripheral and central nervous system.

2. Comprehensive outline of the course organisation

The main type of organised study activities are lectures and video recordings of clinical cases and
demonstration of special central nervous specimens.



3. Description of on-going assessment of knowledge and skills

4. Required conditions for the final examination (Course Exam)

Hundred percent attendance to the lectures is mandatory for the final exam. Justified absence should
be documented. Students who missed lectures for justified reasons prepare written report about the

selected topic in agreement with the lecturer; this is required for the participation at the final exam, if
the student missed the lecture for justified reason.

5. Final assessment and examination of knowledge and skills (Course Exam)

The final written exam consists of ten questions. Multiple-choice questions, short written essay type
questions, labelling of anatomical schemas; the duration is 30 minutes. For positive mark, 60% is
required. Written exam may be replaced by oral videoconference exam.

During written exam only pen is allowed.
