	Text13: Guidelines for the preparation of seminar papers and their oral presentation for the optional Forensic Medicine subject 
 
1.  The total length of the typed text of a seminar paper shall be between eight and ten pages, with a 2 cm margin along all edges of the paper, using the Times New Roman font (12 pt) and with line spacing of 1.5. The table of contents, other introductory pages and the list of references (or the questions formulated as an aid to discussion) shall not form part of the final word count. 
 
2. Instructions for the writing of seminar papers: 
**On the last page of the paper (before the references), write between 9 and 12 questions via which you would like to repeat (or restate) the most important elements of your oral presentation of the seminar paper as part of an interactive discussion with the other seminar participants. 
**When writing the paper, pay due regard to the relevant provisions on the writing of papers given in the instructions published on the “Medicinski razgledi” website (citing of references, formulation of tables and figures, etc., prispevki@medrazgl.si). 
**Citing of sources: 
Websites: online sources must account for less than 20% of all sources referred to, unless the seminar moderator adjudges that the seminar participants do not have other sources available for the seminar topic in question (however, even in this case, online sources may account for no more than 40% of all sources cited). 
**Study reference material for the preparation of seminar papers includes available books on forensic medicine, suggested as study material or available by agreement with the seminar moderator, and review and research articles in the field of forensic medicine available on MEDLINE and in other databases. 
Other online resources shall not be deemed to be study material. 
 
3. Preparation of an oral presentation of a seminar paper (PowerPoint [ppt] presentation): 
**A presentation shall be not more than 25 minutes in length, to be followed by a discussion of 15 minutes. 
**The first PowerPoint slide shall contain the title of the seminar, the authors and the name of the seminar moderator. The number of slides containing seminar content or photographs and/or tables shall not exceed 18. The last slide shall contain the sources cited. The total number of slides may therefore not exceed 20. These slides may be followed by slides containing the questions that you have advanced during the presentation and that are aimed at stimulating participation in the discussion and comprehension of the topic presented. The purpose of the discussion is to repeat and check understanding of the most important elements of the seminar paper. As the amount of text per slide is small (5 or 6 lines at most), write succinctly in abbreviated form (do not write full sentences) or produce a series of cues that will assist you in the discussion, .... 
 
4. Send the seminar paper and PowerPoint presentation by e-mail to the seminar moderator for review and revision (or, by agreement, bring the paper and presentation to the moderator in person) at least 7 days prior to the planned date of the oral presentation. 
 
5. You may send the final seminar paper and the PowerPoint presentation to the seminar participants in the group that have chosen your optional subject prior to the oral presentation. You must also send the presentation in written form to the secretary's office at the Institute of Forensic Medicine, and by e-mail to andreja.zagorc@mf.uni -lj.si as well, if you wish, prior to the presentation. 
 
6. You must send the final seminar paper and PowerPoint presentation in electronic form no later than 10 pm on the day before the oral presentation to the seminar moderator. E-mail is preferred. 
 
Grades shall be awarded for the final seminar paper, the PowerPoint presentation and the oral presentation. Grades shall be awarded for individual elements. The grades may be awarded to the group as a whole if it is not possible to award a grade to an individual contribution. The grades awarded shall range from 0 to 5. The number of points shall then be converted into a grade.
