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	Text1: Fixed Prosthodontics 1
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	Text3: Department of Prosthetic Dentistry
	Text8: The course of Fixed Prosthodontics is divided into three parts, i.e., Fixed Prosthodontics 1, 2, and 3 and they run from 8th to 12th semester. The courses of Fixed Prosthodontics are upgrading theoretically and clinically by treatment of patients.
In the 4th year, the student will be thought to understand basic biological, technological, and clinical principles and will acquire basic theoretical knowledge for being qualified for performing diagnostics, treatment planning, and fixed prosthodontic treatment in the fifth study year. The student will also get basic knowledge of other fields of dentistry in the fourth study year and will be therefore capable for interdisciplinary cooperation with colleagues from different dental departments.
	Text9: The course Fixed Prosthodontics 1 (FP1) starts in the summer semester of the fourth study year and consists of 15 hours of lectures (lecturing room at the Dental Clinics) every Monday from 1 p.m. till 2 p.m. and 20 hours of seminars. 10 hours of laboratory exercises and 30 theoretical hours are part of the FP1 under the name OFS (Other Forms of Study), which includes the module entitled »Fixed prosthodontic propaedeutic« and runs in the summer semester on Fridays between 9 a.m. and 11 a.m. in the lecturing halls at the nearby Institute of Oncology or the Otorhinolaryngology clinic. Laboratory exercises are organized in three blocks at the end of the 8th semester (in May) in the preclinical laboratory at Dental clinic. The purpose of repeating the important preparations on Frasaco models is to improve manual skills before treatment on the patient starts. 
Attendance at the OFS is compulsory. The attendance at the lectures of the theoretical part of FP 1 (15 hours) is highly recommended at least for 70% of the lectures. The attendance at the seminars is compulsory; the topics of the seminars are covering clinical and laboratory procedures in prosthodontics and are announced in time. 
The student's missing responsibilities for this course can only be replaced in accordance with professor Kopač.
	Text10: During the course there is no intended on-going assessment. 
 
	Text12: The FP1 course exam is performed at the end of the 8th semester in written form. The questions are of multiple-choice type and in essay form. The number of questions ranges from 40 to 60. Positive score is achieved if the student answers correctly at least 60% of questions. Available time for exam ranges from 60 to 90 minutes. For the admission to the clinical exercises, the student must pass the OFS exam first. The positive score for the OFS exam is 75-80%. The questions are of multiple-choice type and in essay form. The number of questions ranges from 25 to 40. Available time for this exam is 45 to 60 minutes.
	Text11: For the theoretical part of FP1, there are no special required conditions. 
For the OFS exam, the student must attend 100% of lectures and 100% of the laboratory (preclinical) exercises.

-  know types of fixed prosthodontic bridges and the indications for their application as well as their contraindications,
-  have practical skills of tooth preparations on Frasaco models, which he/she will be able to perform also in real clinical cases,

-  know five procedures in correct sequence for clinical check-up of different metal frameworks,
