	Text8: Student obtains clinical knowledge and skills necessary for independent clinical rehabilitation of partially edentulous patients with removable prosthodontic appliances.
In lectures student learns about biological features and contemporary theoretical principles for the overdentures, acrylic partial dentures, partial dentures with metal framework, special dentures, different removable diagnostic tools. In the seminares knowledge from lectures is used for solving problems in the design of removable prosthodontic treatment. In the clinical exercises student is trained for self-treatment of partially edentulous patients (clinical examination, identification of a variety of conditions, designing, writing, supply various removable prosthetic devices, evaluation of work, communication with patient or wider team of different specialists).

According to the timetable published on the ULMF website: 9th and 10th Semester: Monday  and Friday three groupsof students from 07.30 to 14.45. The scheduleof students by group for courses is uniform for all courses of Dental medicine. Exercises take place in the clinical training room of the Chair, Room 63, at the Dental Clinic. The clinical norm is published under point 7.
Participation in the exercises is mandatory and is a prerequisite for taking the course exam. Absence in exercises is apologized with a medical certificate.  

2.3. Seminars
9th semester: Monday and Friday between 07.30 and 14.45. The planning of partial dentures is the main topic of the seminars. Groups are the same as for clinical exercises. Participation in seminars is compulsory. Absence is justified by a medical certificate. Seminars are held in the seminar room Vrazov trg 2, Ljubljana.

	Text10: The Colloquium, the planning of partial dentures, will be prepared on Thursday, October 25th 2018 from 8.15 am to 9.00 am in the lecture hall of the Dental Clinic. 	Text16: Clinical norm of prosthodontic work performed

In the period from the 8th to the 12th semester (together for courses Removable prosthodontics 1, 2 and 3), the student must complete at least ten removable prosthodontic appliances (majority in the 5th academic year), of which:

- At least four complete dentures (one of which must also be made in the dental laboratory);
- At least four RPD with a metal framework (one of which can be acrylic);
- At least one denture relining;
- At least one denture repair.

Heads of clinical exercises have discretion to change structure of individual norm if this is dictated by pathology of the patients, but within a minimum of ten appliances. Students prepare the protocols for each treated patient specifically. They must be signed by the head of the clinical exercises after the end of treatment.
At the end of the 12th semester, all the protocols are collected and spiraled into The volume of the performed clinical works Removable prosthodontics 1, 2 and 3. After the final examination of the entire volume, the head of the clinical exercises with signature, confirms all the clinical work done, and then the student submits the volume personally to the teacher in the course exam Removable prosthodontics 3.
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
