1. Course objectives

Acquiring additional basic knowledge in the field of human microbiology and immunology
important for recognising and understanding clinical characteristics of infectious diseases.

Course specific competences: understanding the relationship between pathogenic microbes and
infected hosts.

2. Comprehensive outline of the course organisation

All Pathogenic Mechanisms in Bacterial and Viral Diseases course notifications for students of
medicine are posted in the web classroom.

The interpretation of the provisions of the Regulations for the Assessment of Knowledge and
Skills for the Single-Cycle Master Study Programmes Medicine and Dental Medicine falls under the
responsibility of the Dean of UL MF and the Vice-Dean for Study Affairs. Therefore in case of
alleged inconsistencies between the Rules and the Study Regime for the Pathogenic Mechanisms in
Bacterial and Viral Diseases course for the Single-Cycle Master Study Programme Medicine the
Dean of UL MF and the Vice-Dean for Study Affairs are informed.

The course is conducted in the form of lectures and seminars with a compulsory attendance at
75% of lectures and obligatory seminar.

Exam topics: bacterial exotoxins and endotoxins, viral oncogenesis and pathogenic mechanisms in
select bacterial and viral infections (Borrelia infections, viral hemorrhagic fever, viral

gastroenteritis).

Prescribed literature: Mims C, Nash A, Stephen ]. Mims' Pathogenesis of Infectious Disease.
Academic Press; latest edition.

Most recent expert and research articles in the applicable field. Lecture handouts.



3. Description of on-going assessment of knowledge and skills

Not foreseen.

4. Required conditions for the final examination (Course Exam)

A student can enter the final examination (course exam) if one attended at least 75% of lectures
and prepared a seminar paper.

5. Final assessment and examination of knowledge and skills (Course Exam)

The final assesment of kowledge is comprised of a elective written exam and a seminar papet.
The written exam has 8 questions, each questions has only 1 correct answer. The exam is 10
minutes long. The writen exam grade constitutes 80% of the final grade, and the seminar paper
and its public presentation 20% of the final grade. The grading scale in the Regulations for the
Assessment of Knowledge and Skills for the Single-Cycle Master Study Programmes Medicine
and Dental Medicine is used for grading.

Exam applications and cancellations: submitted via the VIS information system, the exam
application no later than 5 working days and its cancelation 1 working day before the exam
date.

A committee exam is held in line with the Regulations for the Assessment of Knowledge and
Skills for the Single-Cycle Master Study Programmes Medicine and Dental Medicine. The
committee exam consists of a written and an oral part.

A student has the right to personally access one's own written part of the exam in line with
Article 39 of the Regulations.



6. Other provisions

Students are not allowed to use aids during knowledge assessment. Studens have to hand in their
seminar in written form with the compulsory literature list at least 3 days before its oral
presentation.
