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A. General Part (applies to compulsory and elective courses)

1. Course objectives

The student learns the typical characteristics and most common variants of a normal
electrocardiogram.

By discussing clinical cases in a workshop, student learns important electrocardiographic
findings in typical clinical cases, particularly in emergency conditions.

Student learns how to optimally include electrocardiography in clinical diagnostic preocedure
and how to to associate electrocardiographic findings with other clinical data.

Student is supposed to acquire the amount of knowledge suitable for a general practitioner,
familv nhveician or emeroencv nhveician

2. Comprehensive outline of the course organisation

The course is intended for students of the 5% and 6™ grade of medicine. The course depends
partially and 1s appropriately synchronised to the related topics of the compulsory course
Diseases of the heart and blood vessels. Teaching takes place in the form of a training
workshop in groups of up to 30 students and one teacher. The lessons are interactive, only a
small part of the lessons is theoretical, intended to familiarize the students with the basics of
electrocardiography. The classes consist of solving clinical problems based on a dialogue
between students and teachers.

There is no obligatory attendance to the lessons, however the students' attendance at the
workshop is essential for the successful completion of the exam.



3. Description of on-going assessment of knowledge and skills

There is no formal on-going assessment of students' knowledge, yet the participation in a
workshop serves the students as an opportunity for self-assessment.

4. Required conditions for the final examination (Course Exam)

There is no formal condition for the final exam.

5. Final assessment and examination of knowledge and skills (Course Exam)

Final assessment is a written exam. During the exam, student has to solve 50
electrocardiographic problems. The questions are of multiple choice type, structured in such a
way that the student chooses the best answer between the 5 offered answers or 5 offered
combinations of answers. Written exam takes 90 minutes. Only the correct answers are taken
into consideration. The total number of correct answers will be transformed into the final
mark in accordance with Article 16 of the Rules on the Assessment of Knowledge and Skills
of the Medical Faculty (Pravilnik o preverjanju in ocenjevanju znanja in ve$¢in Medicinske
fakultete) from October 279, 2017.

There are no oral exams.



6. Other provisions

There are no electronic devices or literature needed / allowed at the exam.
