	Text8: The student understands the biological, technological and clinical factors of fixed prosthodontic treatment and acquires manual skills and theoretical background  for thorough diagnostics and complex treatment planning. He or she must also understand the cooperation with the dental laboratory and with the other fields of clinical dentistry.
 
	Text9: In the winter semester the course consists of 5 hours of lectures, 10 hours of seminars and 60 hours of clinical work, while in the summer semester there is 60 hours of clinical excercices.  In the winter semester there is a seminar of CAD-CAM technologies performed. In the summer semester there is a seminar about milling techniques for retainers (crowns) for partial removable dentures.
 
 
	Text10: During the course there is no intended on-going assessment.
